The busiest time was autumn, when Emily had to go out and sweep the whole country every morning. If it wasn't wet, she could just use a brush to push the leaves down through England and sweep them away in the general direction of France. When it rained a lot, she would stand inside, watching the leaves pile up in a soggy mess over most of Scotland.
